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Lesson #: 2 
	Lesson Idea/Topic and Rational/Relevance: What are you going to teach and why is this lesson of importance to your students? How is it relevant to students of this age and background?
	Students will work on memorization of words and expression by applying crescendo and decrescendo to each phrase. Memorization and phrasing is important to students for several reasons. First, this will be directly applied to the music that the students will perform on their winter concert. Second, students will be able to use the techniques they learn in the this lesson and apply them to any piece of music. Essentially, this lesson will provide the students will tools to empower them be creative artists. Third, students will be able to apply memorization techniques and phrasing in other areas of their lives such as giving presentations. Students will also be able to use expression in conversation as a way to communicate their own ideas more effectively.

	After stating the objectives T. will ask students to grab materials (slinkies) and sit down quietly
T. will ask students to put the pictures (relating to phrases) in the correct order.
T. will explain directions of game- “After I say the beginning of the phrase, you will finish the phrase.” T. will then play the game allowing students to look at the words.

T. will ask ST. to put music down and then do the same steps but out of order!

T. will ask students to do both phrases T. will model by stating the first part of phrase & then ask students to complete phrase as well as add the response phrase (each picture represents 2 or 3 phrases)
T. will ask students to reverse i.e. if T. provides the response phrase students will say the prior phrase (call phrase) with exception of the part where there are 3 phrases linked-
T. will evaluate level of memorization using observation 
T. will demonstrate what to do with slinky & connect it to phrasing

	After grabbing a slinky students will sit quietly in their given spots (1 minutes)
St. will work as a team to discover which picture relates to the set of phrases. (1 min)

St. will complete the part of the phrase after hearing the T. say the first part of the phrase. St. can look at the words at this point.  (1 min)
St. will put down music and complete the phrase. (1 min)
St. will complete the phrase & add the response phrase. (2 min)

St. will say prior phrase or call phrase when T. provides last phrase of set (2 min)
St. will ask students to sing through middle section to also incorporate memorized phrases & apply phrasing

Why are you using it at this point in your lesson?
	The strategy I intend to use is Game, Modeling
I am using this strategy here because: Game-ifying memorization could be a fun way to engage students. Additionally, for a kinesthetic experience, a slinky may help students understand how to phrase in a unique way.


	Closure

	As far as I know we do not have any student with an IEP or 504 in music. 

However I did use some differentiation by meeting students visual, aural, and kinesthetic needs in the following ways:

Visual- I posted pictures to help students recall the order of phrases in the piece. The pictures also gave students cues to recall phrases. 

Auditory- I provided students with the first part of the phrase 

Kinesthetic- I used slinkies to help students realize visually and kinesthetically realize concepts of expression &. phrasing

	I will use observation to evaluate the percentage of students that are applying concept. Additionally I will use observation to evaluate the level that students are applying concept i.e. are the students phrasing in 50% of the phrases sung?



Post Lesson Reflection
1.  To what extent were lesson objectives achieved?
I believe that the majority of students fell at about 70% in memorization with 3 students falling above, and about 4 students falling below 70%. 

For phrasing, since I initially modeled how to use the slinky, but did not state the purpose (see answer below). I felt that because of this, the students application and understanding was at about 35%.
2.  What changes, omissions, or additions to the lesson would you make if you were to teach again? 
I believe my instruction wasn’t clear enough to follow. For memorization, I would use more modeling i.e. “if I say ‘what freezings’ you say ‘have I felt what dark days seen, what old December’s bareness everywhere’”. For phrasing, I would allow my students to find creative ways to use the manipulatives for phrasing/expression purposes rather than modeling how to use the slinky/scarf. Instead, I would say “show me with your slinky or scarf when you think the phrase should crescendo and when you think the phrase should decrescendo.” This would allow for more creativity, and I would be able to check for understanding easier because I can see how individuals are shaping the music. Then, I would praise students who have creative ideas and are shaping phrases in a way that makes sense. 
3. What do you envision for the next lesson? (Continued practice, reteach content, etc.)
For my next lesson, I envision this activity again for purposes of continued practice in memorization. I want the response to be more immediate, I.E. if I point to one of my pictures I want students to say both phrases associated with the picture. I also want my students to be able to respond if the pictures are mixed up, or if the phrases are out of order (if I provide a phrase they should be able to say the phrase prior without hesitation).
For my next lesson in phrasing, I will use the slinkies or scarves and provide more modeling as well as purpose so that students understand that the slinkies and scarves are tools that can help with expression and phrasing. 
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
